With exception of females of childbearing age (15-44), females have lower hospitalization rates than males (in every age group). Source: HHIC Online Reports, Inpatient Database. 
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2. Pediatric Hospital Stays for Cancer--Hawaii
Between 2000 and 2006, the number of pediatric stays principally for cancer decreased in Hawaii 36 percent, while cancer stays increased over 80 percent nationally.  The two most common pediatric cancers that required hospitalization in 2006 were leukemia and brain tumors--accounting for over 50 percent of all pediatric cancer stays. Hospitalizations for cancer were more frequent in older children and male children.
